Driver-of-the-Day. Provide rides or deliver equipment to members. Drivers set their own
schedule, typically one day a month, to be available for rides from 9AM-4:30PM.

Errand Runner. Pick up groceries, get the mail or prescriptions, etc.

Friendly Visitor. Provide companionship through visits and phone calls. Perhaps take a
member to church or a social activity, etc.

Handyman. Perform small maintenance tasks and household repairs, such as hanging bird
feeders, moving seasonal furniture, etc.

Gardener. Plant flowers, do some pruning, and other light yard work.

Meal Provider. Occasionally, take meals to members who are unwell, or perhaps just home
from the hospital.

Provide relief for the primary care partner of a member with a long-term
illness. Typically 3-4 hours at a time. Training is provided—hands-on care is not expected.

Pet Care. Provide care for a member’s pets in emergency or hon-emergency situations.

Spring/Fall Cleanup. Help members get their yards (move patio furniture, carry canoes to the
lake, plant flower pots...) ready for summer or winter.
