You have probably rejoiced if you noticed that there is no 
increase in dues for the coming year. Your ShareCare di-
rectors gave this a lot of thought as the operating budget 
was developed last fall and decided to hold to the current 
dues schedule. 
 
Try as we might, we could not balance the budget without 
tapping into our limited reserves. The shortfall without 
reserves is about $44,000. To offset this we are continu-
ally looking for ways to save money, reduce expenses and 
increase income. 
 
The Pension Protection Act enacted in 2006 has been ex-
tended through December 2009. This legislation allows 
persons aged 70½ or older to make a gift to a charitable or-
ganization without paying taxes on that distribution. An in-
dividual can give any amount up to $100,000 in 2009. 
 
Funds can be transferred from a supporter’s IRA to a non-
profit group such as ShareCare. If you are looking for the 
most tax-effective gift you can give ShareCare, giving 
from your IRA might be your very best choice. A gift 
such as this will count toward your minimum required dis-
tribution as long as you haven’t already received your dis-
tribution in this current year. Your financial advisor can 
further help you with any questions you have.

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Home Weatherization Program 
The low-income Home 
Weatherization Pro-
gram is funded by the 
Federal Department of 
Energy (DOE) and ad-
ministered by the 

Michigan Department of Human Services (DHS). 
The program provides free energy conservation ser-
vices for eligible low-income households. DHS con-
tracts with Northwest Michigan Community Action 
Agency (NMCAA) to operate the program. The 
Agency determines applicant eligibility, performs the 
necessary inspections and contracts with qualified, 
licensed and insured private contractors to complete 
the work.

9-1-1 
Calling 9-1-1 is always the best option in the event of an emergency. It’s 
also an option when you’re not sure if you’re having an emergency. 
Through the use of a few short questions, dispatchers determine a proper 
level of response from the Emergency Medical Service (EMS) providers.  
 

Since dispatchers are generally the first contact made during an emer-
gency, they are considered a critical link between the public and Emer-
gency Services. Leelanau County Dispatchers are highly trained in the 
latest technology, which allows them to offer the best possible service to 
the residents of our area. Keep in mind that the more information you can 
give the dispatcher, the easier it is for him/her to know how to respond to 
your needs. Listed below is information that will help when calling 9-1-1: 
 

Be Prepared: Post your address & phone number by the phone for 
emergencies. Post your address at the end of your driveway. 
 

Remain Calm: Use a clear, calm, voice. Don't rush your information. 
State what the problem is and what help is needed. While the dispatcher 
is gathering your information, another dispatcher may (if appropriate) 
be calling the first responders. 
 

Typical Questions: 
� What is the address/location of the emer-

gency? 
� What is the phone number? 
� What type of emergency is this? 
 

Handling Medical Emergencies: 
� All dispatchers are Emergency Medical Dispatchers!  They will 

stay on the line with the caller and help while the caller is waiting 
for medical emergency help to arrive. 

� Dispatchers will ask you what the injury or illness is, if the person 
is conscious, and what their age is?  

� Dispatchers can give instructions to those administering CPR, treat-
ing minor injuries etc.
