Flu Shots—Anne Kelly BSN, RN 
Recommendation from Infectious Disease Specialists in Traverse City: Get your regular 
influenza vaccine now at your Primary Care Provider's office. Currently they have no infor-
mation on when or if the H1N1 ("Swine Flu") vaccine will be available. Ask your PCP’s office if you are 
a candidate for that additional vaccine, and when you should call back to see if it's available. And remember: 
hand washing is the single most effective way to prevent the spread of infection! 
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Calling � Circles 
Can you believe that it is just 
about  the time of year when we 
hunker down for the winter and 
don’t see our neighbors like we 
do in the summer? For that rea-
son, we’re ready to re-activate 
ShareCare’s Calling � Circles, where a group of 
people make brief, daily “checking on you” phones 
call to each other. From past experience, we know 
that while all it requires is a quick phone call inquir-
ing of someone’s well-being, we also know that some 
friendships and fun conversations have resulted.

9-1-1 
Anne and Deb had the opportunity 
to meet and tour the 9-1-1 center 
with Tom Skowronski, Director of 
Emergency Management..  
 
Many people are reluctant to call 911, but it may be good 
for you to know that not EVERY response results in an 
ambulance trip to the hospital. Mr. Skowronski empha-
sized that calling 9-1-1 is always the best option in the 
event of an emergency (or suspected emergency), and 
that the emergency response team that  arrives at your 
house will determine the proper course of action. To clar-
ify this even further, he specifically said that it’s good to 
call  when you’re not sure if you’re having an emer-
gency—that’s what they are there for.   

 
Dispatchers:  
Since dispatchers are generally the first contact made 
during an emergency, they are considered a critical link 
between the public and Emergency Services. Leelanau 
County Dispatchers are highly trained in the latest tech-
nology, which allows them to offer the best possible ser-
vice to the residents of our area. Keep in mind that the 
more information you can give the dispatcher, the easier 
it is for him/her to know how to respond to your needs. 
 

The dispatcher will ask some basic questions which 
steps them through a series of programmed questions to 
determine the level of emergency you’re experiencing.  
 

Handling Medical Emergencies: 
� Your answers to a few short questions from the dis-

patchers will determine the level of service that will 
be provided. 

� Dispatchers will ask you what the injury or illness 
is, if the person is conscious, and what their age is?  

� All dispatchers are Emergency Medical Dispatch-
ers!  They will stay on the line with the caller 
and help while the caller is waiting for medical 
emergency help to arrive. 

� Dispatchers can give instructions to those adminis-
tering CPR, treating minor injuries etc. 

 

Helpful tips: 
� Post your address at the end of your driveway. 
� Have your address and phone number by the phone 

(fill out and post the enclosed card). 
� Have ready a list of current medications. 
� Remain calm!

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Driver Safety Classes 
Reminder to ShareCare’s Divers-of-the-Day: Drivers are required to complete a  
driving safety course for older drivers by June 2011. AARP offers 8-hour courses  
spread over two days: two 4 hour class sessions, one each day.  AARP courses being 
offered locallyare listed below.  Please call the sponsors in advance to reserve a place  
in your desired session. The cost is $12 for AARP members and $14 for non-members. On request, ShareCare 
will reimburse drivers who complete the course.  Upon completion, you will receive a certificate that may 
qualify you for a discount on your automobile insurance. Check with your provider to see if you are eligible.  
 
You may also take the AARP course online by going to aarp.org and clicking on the “FAMILY ” button, and 
then scrolling down to AARP Programs.  
 
ShareCare urges all older drivers – not just DOD drivers – to take such a course.  Stay tuned for a ShareCare 
sponsored course offering at a Leelanau County location in the near future.

Personnel: Scott. Highlights of 7/9/09 meeting:   
1. Staff compensatory time issue. Draft of language 

of accrual of comp time and details of use in-
cluded in report. Following completion of details, 
the Policy Committee will address the issue.  

2. Pay sheet revision under way.  
3. Staff will have a designated office liaison who 

will also communicate with the Board.   
4. A work agreement needs drafting.  
5. Discussed history of wage/benefit issue.

1. Care Coordinator Kelly requests unpaid personal 

leave in Oct. A replacement will be needed.  
2. On-call nurse issue will now be guided by Strate-

gic Planning Comm. 
 

Finance: Wills. Met to roll over the CDs nearing ma-
turity. Losses of income on both endowment and CD 
investments continues with current low interest 
yields. 
 
Marketing and Membership: Bawden. Written re-
port on file. Four major issues under discussion:  
1. Making the SC organization known 
2. Increasing membership  
3. Encourage gifting  
4. Promoting Volunteerism. Strategies for imple-

mentation still on the table.  
 

NOTE: Granny Boutiques held 8/19/09 has a pro-
jected income of $2593.40.  
 
This committee should focus on marketing and mem-
bership, not on development/fundraising. 
 
Action item: Tonneberger moved, Cermak second 
to sell subscriptions to the Connector. Approved. 
 
COMMENT: Egeler. Look at membership age re-
quirement - reasons for minimum age 55 years. His-
tory of early Board decision warranted for newer 
Board members.  
 

Strategic Planning: Wilson. Four Program Corner-
stones have been identified:  
1. Twenty-four hour access through a single phone 

call triggers access to services.  
2. Volunteer services help keep cost down.  
3. Free healthcare coordination and monitoring by 

SC RN. 
4. Access to quality independent service providers.  
 
The broad goals for the five-year plan are:  
1. Increase visibility of SC.  
2. Increase fund raising capability.  
3. Increase membership.  
4. Improve volunteer opportunities. All must be sus-

tainable and well managed at this time of deficit 
mode.  
 

Homestead Golf Benefit: McVay. Plans complete 
for Aug. 27 event.   
 
Policy: Marsh. Work on comp time policy when the 
Finance committee finalizes their work on the issue. 
 
Volunteer Services and Transportation: Hauser. 
Committee meets in Oct. No report at this time.  
 
Staff: Important dates of upcoming events: Royal 
Banquet, Oct. 27, Landes in charge; Merry Market-
place, Dec. 5. Kelly reports increase and challenges 
of 24-hour care cases. Deb/Anne attending an End of 
Life conference sponsored by Munson Ethics Comm.  
 
911 emergency response system: Judy E. introduced 
Tom Skowronski, Leelanau County Emergency Man-
agement Director to speak on the current county 911 
emergency response system. The recent action by the 
SC Board to alter the 24-hour telephone access to SC 
professional service to the membership is being ques-
tioned. An understanding of the county system is es-
sential to ease any concerns generated by advocating 
the use of 911 in case of health concerns. A reason 
for the change can be found in earlier Board minutes. 
Skowronski issued an invitation to the Board to tour 
the emergency services operation. 
 
Other:  Tonneberger noted passing of COA director, 
Rosie Steffen's husband. Judy will be in Germany 
about 4 weeks, back before Sept. meeting, Deb gave a 
few highlights of her participation on an aging in 
place and time-banking panel in Detroit
